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The deadline for the use of the New Federal Drug Testing Custody and Control Form is within a few weeks-November 30th, 2011. 


**Any old Federal Chain of Custody Forms (CCF) that are used after the deadline will result in significant delays of your test results.**  


The laboratory will be required to obtain affidavits from the drug screen collector and/or company’s DER before they will release the test results. This will result in a 2-3 day (or more) delay of your test results.


We strongly suggest that all old CCFs be destroyed at each location as soon as possible, including in your post accident kits that are kept in each truck.  This will prevent the accidental use of an old form in future testing.


If your collection site normally maintains a supply of DOT CCFs at their facility for your company, you will need to instruct them to discard the old CCFs and advise them that you will be ordering new CCFs.

Effective January 30, 2012, commercial drivers will be required to report their current Medical Examiner Certificate information to their state CDL issuing agency.  Expiration dates will be entered in the database and will show on the driver’s MVR.  Drivers will be required to report updated info to the state agency.  NOTE:  many states are gearing up for this and are now accepting driver information.  Check with your local state agency regarding early submission of this data.





The DEA Federal Register has published a Final Order that has added five different varieties of Synthetic Cannabinoids (marijuana) as a Schedule 1 drug.  Schedule 1 drugs have no legitimate medical use/purpose.  These are often marketed as herbal incense or plant food (Bonsai-18).  Some of the product names include, but are not limited to “Spice” and “K2”.  Most are marked not to be used for human consumption.  Adverse effects: anxiety, agitation, nausea, vomiting, racing heartbeat, elevated blood pressure, tremors, seizures, hallucinations, paranoid behavior. 


The National Drug Court Institute describes the use of synthetic cannabinoids as “significant and disturbing”.  Case reports describe psychotic episodes, withdrawal, and dependence syndrome.  First Responders and Emergency Room Physicians report that synthetic cannabinoid users suffer “intense hallucinations”.





Also added to the Federal Register as a Schedule 1 drug is the Synthetic Cocaine (mephedrone) which is also commonly known as MCAT, meow meow, and ivory wave.  Some of the products are sold as bath salts and plant food.  This is also a Hallucinogenic Stimulant with adverse effects.
