Effective October 1, 2010, companies were allowed to begin using the revised form.  


In addition, DOT indicated that existing stock of the old Federal CCF(chain of custody form) could be used until September 1 ,2011. This will allow collection sites and companies to deplete their stock of old forms.


IMPORTANT:  While the old form may be used until September 1, 2011, DOT requires that collectors write in the “Remarks” section the appropriate DOT agency.  


For example, if the company is a motor carrier, the collector will write in “FMCSA”.  For airlines, the collector will write in “FAA”, for commercial cruise lines “USCG”, etc


Laboratory and Medical Review Officers have notations to make on the old forms as well. 


Another change is the Revised Alcohol Testing Form (ATF).   Effective January 1, 2011, the revised form must be used for all DOT alcohol tests.  There is no further extension on depleting old stock of these forms; the new ones must be used from this point forward.

Revised Federal Drug Testing Custody and Control Forms and Alcohol Testing Forms – are you using the correct form?
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Your BASIC data is now available for public access





On December 1, 2011, BASIC data was 


made available to the public.  Any deficiencies in a specific category can be reviewed by shippers, insurance agents, clients and anyone wishing to review a motor carrier’s safety performance. To access data, all that is needed is a USDOT#.





Data from roadside inspections and moving violations your drivers receive is updated on a monthly basis.  Data is used to calculate BASIC scores for up to 24 months.  Don’t forget the Data Q System- you may able to remove inaccurate data through this system
